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Configuring details for your models

Configuration details for your site, can be over-ridden by those specified at the model level, and like the

configuration for your site, model configuration is specified as a set of properties against the model.

Further, the target generation libraries on the mainframe are defined at the model level, providing both the

ability to share, and to segregate the artefacts created by Web Services GENius. Model configuration

properties, once defined for one model, can be simply dragged and dropped against any other model.
